Ministry to Parishioners Who Are Deaf at Resurrection

As part of the public address system, assistive listening devices
for people who have difficulty hearing are available. These
may be borrowed during Mass from the ushers and returned to
them when Mass is finished.

Since December 1990, the Church of the Resurrection has
provided a sign language interpreter weekly for Sunday Mass
and for other liturgies or meetings as requested. Resurrection
was one of the first parishes to make a commitment to this
service, assuring that its parishioners who are Deaf are
welcome here each week.

Each year for twelve years, the parish has offered a class in
sign language for all interested parishioners. This has been
well received in the past and another class is being considered
for the spring.

The Church of the Resurrection is proud of its parishioners
who are Deaf and its ministry with them. We will continue to
work to help all persons with disabilities or other special needs
to feel welcome here.

MEALS THAT HEAL

Meals That Heal is a parish program in which volunteers
prepare and deliver homemade meals to parishioners who are
recovering from surgery, dealing with a serious illness, or
welcoming a new baby. Whether the recipient’s need is
temporary or long term, this compassionate outreach is as
much about faith and friendship as about food.

FREEDOM OF CHOICE ACT

The Freedom of Choice Act (FOCA) is again before Congress
(S. 1173, H.R. 1964). FOCA creates a “fundamental right” to
abortion throughout the nine months of pregnancy. No
governmental body at any level would be able to “deny or

interfere with” this right, or to “discriminate” against the
exercise of this right “in the regulation or provision of benefits,
facilities, services, or information.”

FOCA would go well beyond the Supreme Court’s Roe v.
Wade decision. No other piece of legislation would have such
an impact on society’s ability to limit or regulate abortion. It
would eliminate a broad range of laws—informed consent
laws; parental involvement laws; laws promoting maternal
health; abortion clinic regulations; government programs and
facilities that pay for or promote childbirth and other health
care without subsidizing abortion; conscience protection laws;
laws prohibiting a particular abortion procedure (e.g., partial
birth abortion); laws requiring that abortions only be
performed by a licensed physician; and so on. For a careful
legal analysis of FOCA by the USCCB’s Office of General
Counsel, see: www.nchla.org/docdisplay.asp?ID=190.

As Catholics we are called to defend human life from the
moment of conception until natural death.
