As the new Director of Religious Education, I have been very busy with the planning of the 2008-2009 
Religious Education year.  Ginny, Christine, Pat and I are looking forward to the upcoming year.  Summer 
will be filled with planning and preparations for September.

Enclosed you will find the registration materials for the 2008-2009 Religious Education year.  In addition, 
this letter will provide you some important changes and information about the upcoming religious 
education year and registration process. 
 
Please read carefully the following items before filling out the form: 
 
·  When filling out the registration form please carefully complete all the information on both sides of 

the form including the e-mail address if you have one.  Personal information is kept confidential; 
used only by the RE staff for quick dissemination of information.  Incomplete forms will be returned 
with the RE fee.  This will delay the processing of your registration and chances of obtaining your first 
choice. 
 

·  If your child has a special need (i.e. allergy, ADD/ADHD, difficulty reading, etc.) please indicate this 
on the registration form.  This helps us place your child in a class that will best suit his/her needs and 
also helps ensure the best possible experience for your child in religious education.   
 

·  Register before June 30th and take advantage of the early bird discount as indicated on the form.  The 
earlier you register the more likely you are to get your first choice of class sessions. 
 

·  Registrations received after August 15th will not be processed in time for the first class.  We use those 
weeks to prepare the class lists and supplies, among other things, for catechist meetings and the first 
class.  If you have been in the program before, this will be counted as an absence. 
 

·  We do not honor any requests to place children with a friend or a particular teacher.   
 
·  For middle school classes, please note that all three sessions will be two hours long.  They will take 

place on Sundays (1:00pm to 3:00pm or 6:00pm to 8:00pm) and Mondays (6:00pm to 8:00pm).  There 
is limited space – so please register as quickly as possible. 

 
·  If you select the Family Program, please mark your calendars for the Family Program Orientation on 

Thursday, September 18, 2008 at 6:30pm in the Hall. The Family Program will now meet on four 
Thursdays (October 16th, December 4th, January 22nd, and February 19th) in the Hall.  We apologize for 
any inconvenience but this change is due to space and facility issues.

ELEMENTARY SCHOOL RELIGIOUS EDUCATION 

(Traditional Classroom Program – Grades K-5) 
 

The traditional classroom program for elementary school children provides an opportunity 
for those in grades K-5 to come together in a community of faith to learn about Catholicism.  
Materials and activities are developmentally appropriate for each grade level and attempt to 
help the child learn about God, the Catholic Church, and his/her own faith.  Each class is led by at least one adult 
catechist and most will also have one aide, either an adult or a teenager.  There are 3 sessions:  Sunday afternoon, 
Sunday evening, and Monday evening.  There are 19 classes divided into 2 semesters.  The classes are 1-1/2 hours in 
length and are held in Resurrection/St. Paul School building.  Full participation in the program is essential.  If 
absences are necessary, only 4 are allowed for the entire year.  If a child has 5 or more absences, the year will be 
considered incomplete.   

 
MIDDLE SCHOOL RELIGIOUS EDUCATION 

(Faith Formation for Early Adolescents, Grades 6-8) 
 

In “Renewing the Vision: A Framework for Catholic Youth Ministry,” the U.S. Bishops named catechesis as one of 
the eight components of youth ministry.  The bishops wrote that catechesis: helps adolescents develop a deeper 
relationship with Jesus Christ and the Christian community, and increase their knowledge of the core content of the 
Catholic faith…enrich and expand their understanding of the Scriptures and the sacred tradition and their 
application to life today, and live more faithfully as disciples of Jesus Christ in their daily lives, especially through a 
life of prayer, justice, and loving service…the goal should be to have all Catholic youth involved in some program of 
catechesis. 

 
The Middle School Religious Education Program at Resurrection strives to accomplish this by teaching the core 
content of the Catholic faith, incorporating a variety of age-appropriate learning methods and activities, and 
providing a variety of times for catechetical opportunities. 
 
The year is divided into trimesters, each of which is independent of the others.  This allows young people to pick the 
session that fits their schedule for each of the trimesters.  The classes will be offered during the following times: 
Sundays 1:00pm-3:00pm, Sundays 6:00pm-8:00pm, and Mondays 6:00pm-800pm.  There are 15 two-hour classes 
scheduled (5 in each trimester).  Some activities will include all the middle school grades and others will be specific 
for a certain grade level.  Classes will include any combination of the following: community building, prayer, small 
group discussions, speakers and other media input on a particular topic, and projects that help reinforce the material 
being studied.  All of this has been designed to help meet the developmental needs of early adolescents.   
 
Full participation in the program is essential.  If absences are necessary, 3 absences will be allowed (1 absence for 
each trimester). 
 

FAMILY RELIGIOUS EDUCATION PROGRAM 
(A wonderful opportunity for families to learn about the Catholic Faith together)  

 
The Family Program offers families the prospect of studying and sharing together their faith 
development.  Materials are provided that have been developed to be used at home and are 
appropriate for children and adults.  It has theme oriented sessions and ideas for activities and discussion for the 
whole family.  Additional materials are provided on the Sunday readings and how we can apply them to our daily 
lives as Catholic Christians.          
 
Those families registered in the Family Program are required to attend at least 3 of 4 family program gatherings.  
These sessions give those in the program an opportunity to gather as a community to share their faith and    
participate in a common learning experience.  Parents are asked to help plan and implement these gatherings as part 
of a planning team of several families.           (over) 



In addition each family is asked to do 2 on-going service projects throughout the year, maintain a calendar with 
listings of family sessions and each member of the family must fill out a reflection sheet for each month and or 
online chapter review.  A schedule and more details will be given out at the Family Program Orientation Meeting on 
September 18th.

RELIGIOUS EDUCATION VOLUNTEER OPPORTUNITIES 

 
Volunteering in the Religious Education program can be fun and very rewarding.  It’s an opportunity to 

share your faith with the young members of our parish and to learn from them as well. All are welcome to 
consider this ministry, not just parents.  For more information about serving in these ministries, please

Catechist/Teacher:  A catechist/teacher is responsible for planning the lessons for an individual class and for 
conducting the class.  Catechist manuals that correspond to the student texts are provided.  Other resources are 
available from the Religious Education Office and the Archdiocesan Media Resource Center.  Training is also 
available at the parish and through the Archdiocese. 
 
Co-catechist/Co-teacher:  Same as above but the position is shared with another person.  The two work as a team to 
plan and lead the lessons in whatever way works best for the team.   
 
Classroom Aide:  Either an adult or teenager who wants to help in the classes by being present and helping with 
classroom tasks (i.e. taking attendance, sitting with a child who needs help, passing out activity materials, etc.) 
 
Hall Monitor:  An adult who monitors the hallways to ensure that no one is there who should not  be there.  A hall 
monitor ensures that the children who need to use the lavatory or get a drink of water return to the classroom in a 
timely manner.  In case of an emergency, the hall monitor helps to evacuate the building in a safe, orderly manner. 
 
Substitutes:  Substitutes are called on when someone who is regularly scheduled for the particular ministry is unable 
to be present.  The expectations would be the same as indicated above but would only be for one class meeting each 
time a substitute is needed. 
 
STAND for the Protection of Children and Youth:  Background checks and training on the procedures for 
implementation and compliance with the Archdiocesan policies for the protection of children and youth are required 
of all parish volunteers.  Volunteer applications will be provided.  Video training is held at Church of the 
Resurrection on the 2nd Monday of the month during the months of January, February, March, April, May, June, 
August, September, November, and December.  Pre-registration is required for the video training.  To pre-register, 
call Ms. Ginny Ryan, 410-461-9111 ext. 223 by 5:00 pm by the Thursday preceding the training date.

·  Completed registration forms will be processed in the order in which they are received. 
·  Children may attend only the class and session to which they have been assigned. 
·  Classes begin promptly at the designated time and attendance is required for the entire length of class in order to be credited with attendance. 
·  The accumulation of more than 4 absences, lateness, or early dismissals render the year of Religious Education incomplete.  (3 absences for the 

MS Sunday/Monday sessions.)   If absences accumulate beyond four (three for MS), the child may be allowed to make up lessons missed as 
determined by the DRE. 

·  Children are to be picked up inside the church hall/multi-purpose rooms promptly at dismissal time.  Children are not allowed to leave the hall 
without an adult. 

·  The Benzinger Family Life Series is part of the Religious Education curriculum for grades 1-7 in the Traditional Program and for grades 1-8 in 
the Family Program.  In the Traditional Program, the 8th grade family component will be covered by “Christian Morality” from The Catholic 
Faith Handbook for Youth.
