Registrations received after August 15 will nat be processed in time for the first class. We use those weeks
to prepare the classlists and supgies, among dher things, for catechist medings and the first class If you
have been in the program before, thiswill be counted as an absence

We cannot process any requests to place dildren with a particular student or teader except with a parent.
We have over 800 students in our program and it is complicated to do the matching. Please do ot ask us to
bypassour policy. Wetry to balancethe dasses by number and gender. Special requests make it difficult and
we will not be able to comply.

For middle school students, please note that the Tuesday option has been changed to Monday. We will be
limiting the registration to 90 students per session so if your schedule is filling up quickly, please register as
soonas paossible in order to get what works best for you.

Please include a ded for the registration feewith the form. We will not be &le to processyour registration
without payment. If you are unable to pay the fee, please contad me regarding financia assistance or a
payment plan. We are fortunate enough to be able to dffer financial asgstance to thase who nedl it. Please
dorit hesitate to take advantage of thisif necessary.

ELEMENTARY SCHOOL RELIGIOUSEDUCATION
(Traditional Classroom Program —Grades K -5)

The traditiona classroom program for elementary schod children provides an
oppatunity for those in grades K-5 to come together in a community of faith to
learn about Catholicism. Materials and adivities are developmentally appropriate
for each grade level and attempt to help the dild learn abou God, the Catholic Church, and his/her own faith.
Eadh classis led by at least one alult catechist and most will also have one ade, either an adult or a teenager.
There are 3 sesgons. Sunday afternoon, Sunday evening, and Monday evening. There are 18 classes divided into
2 semesters. The dasses are 1-1/2 hous in length and are held in Resurrectior/St. Paul School building. Full
participation in the program is essential. If absences are necessary, only 4 are dlowed for the entire year. If a
child has 5 or more dsences, the yea will be considered incomplete.

2 4 (A new opportunity of faith formation for early adolescents, grades 6-8)

In “Renewing the Vision: A Framework for Cathadlic Youth Ministry,” the U.S. Bishops named
caechesis as one of the eight comporents of youth ministry. The bishops wrote that catedhesis:
helps adolescents develop a deeoer relationship with Jesus Christ and the Christian comrrunity, and
increase their knomedge of the cre wntent of the Catholic faith...enrich and expand their
understanding of the Scriptures andthe sacred tradition ard their application to life today, and live more
faithfully as disciples of Jesus Christ in their daily lives, especially througha life of prayer, justice, ard
loving service...the goal should beto haveall Catholic youth involved in some program of catechesis.

The Middle Schod Religious Education Program at Resurrection strives to accompli sh this by teading the core
content of the Catholic faith, incorporating a variety of age-appropriate learning methods and activities, and
providing avariety of timesfor catedhetical opportunities.

The yea is divided into trimesters, each of which is independent of the others. This alows young people to pick
the session that fits their schedule for each o the trimesters. For example, a midde school student could select
Mondays for the 1% trimester, Saturdays for the 2™ trimester, and go bad to Mondays for the 3 trimester.
Ancther student may choase Sundays for the 1%, Sundays for the 2™, and Saturdays for the 3“. The Monday
session will med 6 times a trimester for 2 hours ead; the Saturday and Sunday sessions will med on 2
consecutive Saturdays or Sundays for 5 hous each. Some adivities will include dl the midde schod grades and
others will be specific for a cetain grade level. At ead gathering there will be time for community building,
prayer, small group discussions by grade level, speakers and other media inpu on a particular topic, and projects
that help reinforce the material being studied. All of this has been designed to help med the developmental needs
of early addlescents. If a schedule dhange is neaessary mid-yea it must be requested in writing or by e-mail at
least 2 weeks before the beginning of the trimester.

Full participation in the program is esential. If absences are necessary, 1 absence will be dlowed all yea of the
Saturday/Sunday option; 1 absencefor each trimester will be alowed for the Monday option.
